Pastor Pam has recently opened up a school in Nigeria on 

September 14, 2015 and is need of materials to educate their students. We will also be donating 

toys and other fun items to excite the kids to be there.

Reach Up is an after school program that we host at Conway UMC for middle school students at 

Conway Middle School that are failing. We have high school and college students that tutor the 

middle schoolers in order to pass the grade that they’re in. We also send them home with a 

“weekend bag” full of food to ensure that they have meals each day.
